1. How is the environment today ?
2. What are the problems of it?

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Step I. Lead-in (5°)

1. Tell the students the terrible experience in the morning, and ask them if they also had such
kind of experience.

2. Encourage the students to tell the whole class about the pollution they know.

3. Show a video about water pollution, noise pollution and air pollution on the screen.

4. While watching, ask the students to write down the pollution they see in the video.
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Step II. Pre-writing (10”)
1. Group work:



1). Each group will have a topic. eg: air pollution, noise pollution, water pollution. Ask students
to discuss the causes and solutions to the pollution in groups.

2). Ask the students to write down some related phrases and expressions after discussion

3) Leave your task paper on the table after finishing it.

4) Exchange the group to see what the next group has written, use a red pen to add something
new if they didn’t mention.
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5)When you come back to your seat, read all the expressions carefully.

2. Mind map:

1) Use proper sentences to write down the causes and ways to cut down the pollution on the
paper and design your own mind map.

2) Give an example if the students needed.

3) Choose some groups to explain the mind map to the whole class. Other students listen
carefully.
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Step III. While-writing (20°)
1. Play a video about Guiyang, let the students tell their feelings after watching it.
2. Ask student to think about if the fast development of Guiyang will bring some problems?
3. Think about the problems and use the complete sentence to answer following 5 questions:
1)How many kinds of pollution can you see in your daily life?
2)What are they?
3)Which pollution is the worst ?
4)What caused the problem?
5)Why is it important to protect the environment?
2. The teacher will give some advice or help if the students need.
3. Work on 3b.
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2) Divide the passage into three paragraphs, let students give some sentences structures to each
paragraph if they need.
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Step IV. After-writing (10°)

1. Discuss and correct the compositions among the group members.

2. Choose some students from different groups to show his/her writing to the whole class with a
projector. Let the students make comments and find out the good expressions while reading.

3. The teacher summarize and generalize the key points from each writing.
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Step VI. Homework

1. Correct the mistakes and finish your writing by using what you’ve learned today.

2. Revise or rewrite your composition according to the comments of your teacher and
classmates after class.
